Class Details:
1. QR: Basic Arabic for Quran Reading: In this course students will comprehend Yassarnal Quraan. ( A booklet that enables children and adults to read the holy Quraan with the right pronunciation and improve their Arabic reading skills). Students will learn and identify letters, the dots, phonetic sounds, joining letters, signs like Fatha, Damma, Kasra and Shadda. What sound a letter produces when it is given the sign of Fatha, Damma, Kasra. The goal of this course is that students should be able to read Quraan with basic fluency. In addition, parents are supposed to work with their children and encourage them to practice more and more at home so they can pick up the right speed and fluency when reading Quraan.
2. QBT: Basic Tajweed, In this course students will learn the right pronunciation of letters (makharejul haroof) and attributes of letters. They will also learn basic rules of Tajweed including, rules of stopping and starting, rules of Mudd, rules of laam, meem, raa and rules of noon sakina and tanveen (Izhar, Ikhfa Idghaam, and Iklab). By the end of the course students will be able to recite Quraan implementing the basic tajweed rules.

3. QM: Quran Memorization For memorization, preference will be given to memorize juzz Amma. If the student has already memorized Juzz Amma they can memorize some selected surahs. On the first day of the class, teacher will assess the students for their Quraan reading skills and tawjeed rules implementation and discuss with students what they would memorize during the course. This information will be documented and the progress will sent to the parents.

Students will be tested every week for what they covered during that week and will be graded.
